ADOPTION OF BY-LAW 137-3 REPEALING BY-LAW 137 2 AMENDING BY-
LAW 137-1 PERTAINING TO THE CIRCULATION OF TRUCKS AND UTILITY-
VEHICLES

WHEREAS the Municipality of the Township of Gore adopted by-law number 137-1
relating to the movement of trucks and utility-vehicles at its August 4, 2014 council
meeting;
